Getting Around 
 
1. In the morning and afternoon, you are not allowed to turn left at an intersection on 
 7th St. and 7th. Ave.  You are allowed to turn left between the intersections but it is 
 a risky maneuver. 
 
2. The 51 freeway is now called the Piestawa Parkway but most people refer to it as  
 the “Squaw Peak” or the “Dreamy Draw“. 
 
3. Numbered avenues, drives and lanes run north to south and are west of Central 
 Avenue. Streets, places and ways run north to south and are east of Central. 
 Address numbers that are even are on the north and west sides of a road. Odd 
 numbers are on the south and east sides of a road.
